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RESUMEN

El texto reconstruye la concepcién
hegeliana del cuerpo, diseminada en
muchas de sus obras, principalmente en
la Enciclopedia, en las Lecciones de estética,
y en la Fenomenologia del espiritu. El cuerpo
es abordado en su doble y fundamental
acepcion: segtin la filosofia de la naturaleza
y la filosofia del espiritu. Su gradual
exposiciéon conduce al cuerpo humano
como forma acabada de la subjetividad
espiritual en la que ésta adquiere su plena
realidad.
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ABSTRACT

This paper reconstructs the hegelian
thinking about the body, exposed in
many of his works, mainly in Encyclopedia,
Lectures on aesthetics, and Phenomenology of
spirit. Here, body is considered in his double
and fundamental meaning: according to
philosophy of nature and philosophy of
spirit. His gradual development conduce
to the human body as a form of complete
spiritual subjectivity where acquires its
entire reality.
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
